Douglas Kmiec, protesting some online reactions to his 
political views, writes ‘we all want to be perceived as 
intelligent kindly, and well-considered, and we 
occasionally speak too glibly for our own good.’ (A 
Tangled Web: the Election and the Blogosphere’, 
Commonweal, January 16, 14-17).  But of course, that’s 
what blogs are for, spontaneous conversation in 
cyberspace.  The ever-increasing number of Catholic 
blogs is noteworthy for frankness, information and 
uninhibited discussion of contemporary issues, as well as 
‘invective of an astonishing vehemence ‘, as Kmiec 
describes.  You may sample them through Google and 
join in the debate. 
 

The Catholic Blog Awards (www.catholicblogawards.com). 
Many categories, such as ‘Political and Social 
Commentary’, ‘Best Insider News Catholic Blog’, and ‘Best 
Designed Catholic Blog’ provide links as to where you can 
begin. Each section lists several blogs.  Among those 
repeated in more than one group are ‘American Papist: 
Not Your Average Catholic’ and ‘What Does the Prayer 
Really Say?’ 
 

Pontifications (http://blog.beliefnet.com/
pontifications/2008).  This blog features David Gibson 
(dgibson.com) author of The Coming Catholic Church: 
How the Faithful are Shaping the New American 
Catholicism. It is divided by topic; for example, ‘politics’ 
has 104 recent posts, ‘pop culture’, 112 posts, ‘church’ 
176 posts; it’s both personal and humorous and also lists 
the top ten Catholic blogs. 
 

A Catholic Blog of News, Opinion, Commentary 
and Spirituality (http://vivificat1.blogspot.com).  This blog 
has a clearly defined mission statement and intends ‘To 
comment on every branch of human knowledge and 
current events from a personal Catholic Christian 
perspective’ from which you may deduce its broad scope.
