Administration Commission Report — At the
December 1 Pastoral Council meeting, representatives
from the Centennial Committee meeting reported that the
Centennial Committee and Pastoral Council will receive
proposals from the commissions for projects and events to
celebrate the upcoming parish Centennial. Among other
things, the Administration Commission will be responsible
for publicity-related projects and activities in connection
with the Centennial celebrations. Publicity plans should be
in place by Advent season of 2010 and may include
signage, bulletins, press-releases, buttons and pins, T-
shirts and similar activities and projects. The actual projects
will depend on the calendar of Centennial celebrations and
budget availability.

In addition, the Administration Commission will assist in
planning and executing the final Centennial celebration
event in late 2011 — anticipated to be a forward-looking
event aimed at discerning and expressing the vision and
function of the Blessed Sacrament Parish for the future (the
“next 100 years”). Details are in development, but the
Administration Commission hopes to initiate a participatory
process over the course of the coming 12 to 24 months to
develop and/or publicize a concise statement of the parish
mission and, through strategic planning, develop a plan or
set of goals to put that mission into function and practice. A
project to record or videotape an oral history of the parish
from our current and past pastors and perhaps some long-
time parishioners has also been proposed, and the
Administration Commission would welcome volunteers who
might like to put such a project into action.

The Administration Commission also heard reports from
representatives of the Finance Council, Buildings and
Grounds, Guild of Parish Gardeners, Communications
Committee and Disabilities Committee. Notably among
these, Blessed Sacrament will host an archdiocesan
conference on Faith, Deafness and Disabilities on
Saturday, February 13, and Archbishop Wuerl will
celebrate the closing 5:30 pm liturgy. The Disabilities
Ministry is also studying ways to bring a more meaningful
liturgy to parishioners with certain disabilities, such as
autism, who might not fully experience the liturgy through
traditional verbal means, and to expand our ministries and
prayer offerings to people with mental ilinesses.
