For the first time in ten years the Shroud of Turin is on
exhibit at the Cathedral of St. John the Baptist in Turin,
Italy. Millions of people are expected to view it before
May 23 after which it will return to storage. Several
television documentaries have aired recently about this
great mystery of the Christian world: was the Shroud of
Turin the actual cloth in which Jesus was buried? Read
Pope Benedict's meditation during his pastoral visit to
Turin on May 2 which included veneration of the Holy
Shroud (www.vatican.va) and explore the scientific
investigation into its history (www.shroudstory.com)

The Blood and the Shroud by lan Wilson (232.96 W694
B623). The author spent decades studying the history of
the Shroud. This book describes its possible origins and
the many theories which surround them. In Part 1
Wilson reassesses the Shroud as an image of a first-
century, crucified human body. He continues in Part 2
with a discussion on the fabric and surface marks. Then
follow theories about its dating. Part 4 is titled, ‘Carbon
Dating Right or Wrong? The book is extensively
illustrated and includes helpful chronologies and tables.

The Silent Witness, by David Rolfe. Video.

Based on lan Wilson's earlier book The Shroud of Turin
(252.21 W457 S376) this video is a documentary
featuring noted medical examiners, theologians,
physicists and historians. Conclusions are left to the
viewer ‘but there can be no doubt that <this> is a
thought provoking film of great historical and theological
significance’.

The Shroud, by John Walsh (251.21 W157 S376).
Many people of various backgrounds have researched
the Shroud. This book is a narrative about some of
them, a lawyer-photographer, a biologist, and an
agnostic scientist, among others. John Walsh tells their
story in a clear style which heightens the drama of the
Shroud. As Pope John Paul Il stated in his address
when the Shroud was on view in 1998, ‘The Shroud is a
challenge to our intelligence. It first of all requires of
every person, particularly the researcher, that he humbly
grasp the profound message it sends to his reason and
his life.’
